
SAFEGUARDING INTANGIBLE CULTURAL HERITAGE  
IN THE NINO KONIS SANTANA NATIONAL PARK
The Nino Konis Santana National Park, established in 2007 is Timor Leste’s first 
national park. It is named in honour of the independence movement hero Nino 
Konis Santana, who was born in Tutuala. The park is located at the eastern tip of 
Timor and includes a wide geographic, flora, fauna, bird and marine diversity. 
It is also home to many Fataluku speaking peoples, who have a unique and 
particular cultural heritage.

The UNESCO Convention for the Safeguarding of Intangible Cultural Heritage  
(ICH) refers to ICH as non-material areas of cultural heritage. It is called 
intangible because its existence and recognition depends mainly on individual 
or group knowledge, which is transmitted by imitation and living experience. 

ICH includes traditions or living expressions inherited from previous generations 
and passed on to descendants, such as oral traditions, performing arts, social 
practices, rituals, festive events, knowledge and practices concerning nature 
and the universe or the knowledge and skills to produce traditional crafts. When 
thriving, ICH is continuously recreated in response to daily life and provides 
communities with a sense of identity and meaning.

This exhibition follows a workshop that trained government and NGO staff and 
community members to identify and document intangible cultural heritage 
elements from Suku Tutuala. Funding was provided by UNESCO Jakarta, assisted 
by the State Secretariat for Tourism, Art and Culture. A related survey was 
carried undertaken by local staff of Australian NGO Many Hands International 
and Secretariat of State for Tourism, Art and Culture.

Parke Nasionál Nino Konis Santana estabelese iha tinan 2007 no sai Timor-Leste 
nia parke nasionál primeiru. Parke nasionál ne’e nia naran mai husi asui’an ida 
nebe hola parte iha movimentu ba independencia, Nino Konis Santana, ne’ebé 
moris iha Tutuala. Parke lokaliza iha Timor parte lorosae no inklui diversidade 
geografiku, ai-horis, animal, manu fuik no diversidade tasi nian. Ema Fataluku 
barak mós hela iha parke nasionál nia laran, no sira iha patrimóniu kulturál 
ne’ebé úniku tebes.

UNESCO nia Konvensaun kona-ba Salvaguarda Patrimóniu Kulturál Imateriál 
(PKI) define PKI hanesan parte husi patrimóniu kulturál ne’ebé laos materiál. 
Parte kultura ne’e bolu ‘imateriál’ tanba ninia ezistensia no rekoñesimentu 
depende ba ema pesoal ka grupu nia koñesimentu. Koñesimentu kona-ba 
kultura ruma sei fahe liu husi fahe esperiénsia no esperiénsia moris loron-loron 
nian.

PKI inklui tradisaun ka espresaun kultural ne’ebé ema aprende husi jerasaun 
uluk no sei hanorin tutan ba jerasaun foun sira. Hanesan tradisaun oral, 
aprezentasaun arte, kostume sosiál, ritual, eventu festival, koñesimentu no 
kostume kona-ba ambiente natureza no universu, ka koñesimentu no abilidade 
atu halo produtu tradisionál. Bainhira kultura ida buras, PKI kria buat foun 
nafatin hodi bele responde ba ema nia moris loron-loron, no hasae liu tan 
komunidade nia identidade no sentimentu diak ida.
