Sira kanta mos bainhira ema halibur hamutuk atu
halo atividade ruma. Kontador vaihoho mak fahe tuir grupu mane no grupu feto
hodi sira bele ‘bolu malu no hatan malu’ durante kanta.

Kanta vaihoho ida mak selebrasaun kona-ba povo nia sentimentu kontente ho
dezenvolvimentu Parke Nasional no sira nia esperansa katak komunidade lokal
bele hetan benefisiu husi Parke Nasional. Kanta ne'e inklui ‘bolu’ ne'ebé husu
dezenvolvimentu ne'e mai husi ne'ebé, no ‘hatan’ne'ebé dehan dezenvolvimentu
mai husi Dili.

VAIHOHO

Vaihoho is a form of traditional singing performed at funeral and wedding
ceremonies, and when people get together to participate in leisure time
activities. Vaihoho singers are divided into male and female groups, so that they
can call and respond to each other during the song.

One vaihoho song celebrates people’s happiness about the development of the
National Park and the benefits they hope it will bring to the local community. It
includes a ‘call’ asking where the development has come from and the ‘response’
saying the development has come from Dili.

There is also a vaihoho directly pertaining to images in the rock art, but it is is
lulik (sacred) so people are not able to share or talk about this publicly.

Here instead is a local Vaihoho song shared when people make tua (palm wine)
to ask the gods and ancestors for wine enough to last a long time.
